Realtor Month in the District 

 
It’s August and do you know where your lawmaker is? Hint: NOT at the beach.  
August is the in-district work period for Members of both chambers of Congress.  
While some do take out of country oversight visits to military installations or meet 
with other world leaders, the vast majority of them are home the entire month 
meeting with constituents, talking to leaders, attending ribbon-cuttings, or giving 
speeches, just to name a few activities. 
 
And August also means it’s REALTOR  MONTH IN THE DISTRICT, when 
FPCs are asked to conduct a meeting with their MOC on home turf.  Away from 
the pomp and press of Washington, this visit with your lawmaker (its usually easier 
to see him there than on the Hill) at home can offer a terrific opportunity to 
continue relationship building, conduct issue education or lobby on a bill especially 
near and dear to the REALTOR heart. 
 
If you have not set up an appointment with your MOC to have that visit, then run to 
the phone this minute and dial up your Congressman’s local office and make that 
appointment. No excuses, no waiting. It is not often he/she has the time to have that 
important chat about an issue.   
 
If you are a new FPC, you will find this meeting far more relaxed than perhaps a 
DC Mid Year meeting -- so take advantage of it.  Experienced or new, as an FPC 
this is your role for NAR. After completing your visit, head over to your computer 
and log on to the REALTOR  Action Center to file your Field Report (you knew 
that was coming, didn’t you?). For more information on what you can do

FPC Make Up Training: Did You Complete Your 

Course? 
 
FPC on-line training wrapped up on July 31, 2007. The on-line class was made 
available to FPCs who did not attend the winter meeting of FPCs in Washington, 
DC.  Annual training is required with each 2 year Congressional cycle for all FPCs 
to provide them with the updated information and the motivation needed for this 
important volunteer appointment made by the NAR President. The training 
requirement may be met by attendance at the FPC meeting each winter or via the 
on-line course(s). 
 
The course(s) will be available to all FPCs desiring to do further study in late 
August.  FPCs who attended the January DC Meetings were credited for having 
completed the training. FPCs who have not taken the on-line class will receive a 
follow-up from their NAR political field representatives.  Non-compliance with the 
training requirement will be highlighted in the FPC Performance Report filed with 
the RPIC committee and state GADs and will be considered when and if 
reappointment as FPC is suggested by the state after the next election.

Several months ago RPIC approved the development of a new database to be filled 
out by members who may be interested in serving in political volunteer roles for 
NAR. 
 
A Work Group of RPIC Members met and assisted staff in providing ideas and 
guidance to what questions should be asked for the data base.  The voluntary 
database will permit members to submit confidential information to NAR about 
their political skills, experience and desire to be active and how best they may 
serve, so that NAR can consider these members for such key roles in the future as 
FPC’s, serving on Coordinating Committees in federal opportunity races, reaching 
out to minority members, and a host of other needed and helpful roles. 
 
The data base is under construction and should be available for testing late this 
summer.  When completed, members of NAR will have a new way of informing 
staff and leadership of their enthusiasm and commitment to being a part of NAR’s 
highly valued political programs.
